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LEGAL GENDER
RECOGNITION

ldentity documents that are in line
with a person’s gender identity are
important for trans people’s dignity,
safety and access to human rights.
Such procedures exist in 42 of the
53 reviewed countries. Out of
these, 36 prescribe a mental health
diagnosis, 16 countries demand
sterility, and 22 require a divorce.
33 countries impose age barriers,
making access to legal gender
recognition harder or impossible for
minors. S countries base legal
gender recognition procedures on
self-determination of the person,
and only one country recognises

gender non-binary identities.
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NON-DISCRIMINATION

30 countries protect against
discrimination in employment. 9 EU
member states do not protect against
discrimination in employment and are
thus violating EU law. 26 countries
protect against discrimination in access
to goods & services. 11 EU member
states have yet to introduce such
explicit protection to implement EU
law properly. 22 of the reviewed
countries protect against gender
identity-based discrimination in
education. Only 11 countries provide
protection related to the gender
expression of a person. This is
particularly important for
cross-dressers and those trans people
not intending to undergo gender

reassignment.
